o You can have more than one on your computer, so try and use
as many as you like
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Browser Lingo

Internet Explorer

» Title Bar
o Shows title of a web page and name of your web browser
= Address Bar
o Shows the address (URL) of a web page
o Type an address and press "Enter" to go to that web page
» Search Box
o Type keyword(s) and press "Enter" to search for web pages
= Scroll Bar
o Click the arrows or drag the scroll bar to view more of a
web page (can be on bottom and/or right side)

Browser Lingo

Internet Explorer

» Back & Forward
o Move back and forward through web pages you have viewed
* Stop & Refresh
o Stop a web page from loading or reload it
= Menu Bar
o Various commands live here, including printing, find on this
page, text size, favorites (bookmarks) and options
= Tab Bar

o If you have more than one web page open at a time, you can
switch between them or open new tabs

Finding a Needle in a Haystack
On the Web

« Pick a search engine, any search engine
o The most popular are Google, Yahoo, Live Search & Ask
* Try some keywords
o Be specific for the best results (but not too specific)
= Check out the results
o To save time, look at the title, address and snippet for each
result before clicking on any link
« Find what you were looking for?
o If not, try different searches with a different combination of
keywords
o Or try another search engine, as they each yield slightly
different results
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Plugging in to Plug-ins

On the Web

« Adobe Flash Player
o Required for most audio, video & interactive websites
= Adobe Reader
o Required to view PDF files, which are commonly used for
printable documents on the web
= Java
o Required for some games & interactive websites
* More Media Plug-ins
o Quicktime
o RealPlayer
o Silverlight

Watch Out for Web Tricks

Safe Surfing

« Viruses, Worms & Trojans... Oh My!
o Get protection with antivirus software
= AVG Free, McAfee VirusScan, Norton Antivirus
o Keep your computer updated automatically
= Phishing
o Don't give your passwords, credit card numbers or other

personal information to just anyone
= Particularly not web pages that come from links that are emailed

= Scams
o Be skeptical of anything that's "too good to be true"

Whatever You Do, Don't Click These

Safe Surfing

= Don't click ads claiming you've won something
o You really aren't the 1,000,000 visitor, they just want your
attention
« Don't click ads claiming your computer is at risk
o They're just hoping you'll click so you'll let them put your
computer at risk
Don't click to download or install a program
o Unless you really wanted to download and install it
Don't click anything that makes you suspicious
o Trust your judgment and common sense
